The famous Trans-Siberian railway line goes from Moscow to Vladivostok, but there’s another
railway line about 650 kilometres north of the Trans-Siberian. This is the Baikal-Amur Mainline
(BAM). A special train, the MatveiMudrovmedical train, travels along its 4,000 kilometres.
There are usually between twelve and fifteen doctors on the train. The train stops for a day at
places along the BAM. The people who live in small towns and villages come to the train for
medical attention. There are no doctors or hospitals in their towns or villages. For these patients,
their health centre is on the train.

The MatveiMudrovwas named after a Russian doctor in the nineteenth century. Nowadays, the
MatveiMudrowvisits each town or village on the BAM twice a year. In the village of Khani
(population 742), the patients include a man with two broken ankles and a teenage girl. She had
appendicitis a month ago and she was lucky to travel to a town three hours away for an
operation. The MatveiMudrovdoesn’t have any equipment to do operations. The doctors can
diagnose their patients’ medical problems and recommend treatment and medicines. The train
has a laboratory for blood and urine tests and a number of medical testing machines. The patients
like the doctors on the train. They say they are honest and good at their jobs.

Next stop is a town called Berkakit. About 4,000 people live here. There is a queue to see the
doctors. Mikhail Zdanovich is waiting for his turn. He’s 61 years old and he came to Berkakit in
1976. At the time, only about a hundred young people lived in Berkakit. It was a new town.
Zdanovich met a woman who worked at the town bakery. They married and stayed in the town.
When Zdanovich walks into the doctor’s office she says ‘Oh, Mikhail, I recognised your voice.’
He has a problem in his shoulder. The doctor writes a letter to say that he can’t work, he must
have an operation. He leaves, happy, and then he returns a few minutes later. He brings freshly
cooked pies and some goat’s milk.

The historical center of London is now a relatively small area still known as the City, which
covers only about 1 sq mile. Most of the financial activities are crowded along Threadneedle
Street, near the intersection known as the Bank, which includes the huge Bank of England
complex, the Royal Exchange, and the Stock Exchange. The permanent residential population of
the City is now less than 6000, but about 350,000 commute here daily to work.

B.

Located just west of Soho and Covent Garden in the West End is a more residential area. The
relatively dense development of this area is broken up by a series of Royal Parks, areas once
owned by the Crown, including Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens, and Regent’s Park.

C.

The most prominent landmark of the City is Saint Paul’s Cathedral, designed by the English
architect Christopher Wren to replace the original church, which was destroyed during the Great
Fire of London in 1666.

D.

Some of the City’s traditional functions have disappeared. The newspaper industry was
concentrated in the Fleet Street area for centuries, but during the 1980s the Times and other
papers moved to highly automated quarters at the Docklands in the East End. The old wholesale
fish market, Billingsgate, located for centuries on the river between the Tower and London
Bridge, also moved to the Docklands.

E.

The City of Westminster, about two miles upstream from the city of London, emerged as
England’s political and religious centre of power after the 11th century. At the heart of
Westminster is Westminster Abbey, begun by Edward the Confessor in the 11th century and
rebuilt in the 13th century. It has always been closely associated with the monarchy and is used
for such state occasions as coronations and royal funerals. It is also a giant mausoleum, and more
than 3000 notable people are buried there. Statues and monuments line the magnificent nave.

F.

Virtually across the street are the Houses of Parliament, officially called the New Palace of
Westminster. Farther west is the monarch’s permanent residence in London, Buckingham
Palace. G.



To the west and north of Trafalgar Square is the West End, which is usually regarded as the
centreof town because it is London’s shopping and entertainment hub. The busiest shopping area
is Oxford Street, where such large department stores as Selfridges, John Lewis, and Marks and
Spencer are located. Other well-known shopping areas include Knightsbridge, the location of
Harrods department store; and Piccadilly, where Fortnum and Mason specializes in fine food.

A. The world’s deepest lake, the Baikal, is in Siberia. It is also the largest freshwater lake in
Eurasia and the oldest lake on the Earth. At least 1,500 unique species live there - they cannot be
found anywhere else on the planet! The water in the lake is so clear that if you drop a coin, it can
be clearly seen a hundred feet below the water.

B. People who live in the Baikal region believe that it’s a unique and mysterious place.
According to them, the water from Lake Baikal can cure different illnesses, gives you strength
and clears your mind. They also say that the lake was formed millions of years ago when a huge,
hot rock fell to earth. It melted the ice around and that was how Lake Baikal appeared. The story
about the meteorite has, however, never been proved by scientists.

C. The lake has also become famous for its unique fish and birds that are not found in other
waters. The lake is home to more than 1000 animal species. Among them there are the world’s
only freshwater seals. There’s no evidence of how the seals got to the lake, but they obviously
enjoy their life there. Huge brown bears often come to the lake out of the forest to hunt and fish.

D. Though Lake Baikal is located in a very remote place, and is difficult to reach in autumn
and winter, it attracts thousands of visitors every year. A chance to see this unique place is worth
the long journey! On the banks of Lake Baikal, you can stay in a modern, comfortable hotel, take
part in hiking tours and enjoy the untouched natural beauty. People who have visited Lake
Baikal once want to return to the place again and again.

E. However, the growing popularity of the lake and the industrial development of the region
have caused ecological problems.

Causes of Noise Pollution

Industrialization is putting our health and life at risk because all the (big or small)
industries are using big machines producing high pitch sound in large amount. Other equipments
(compressors, generators, exhaust fans, grinding mills) used in the factories and industries also
produces big noise.

Regular social events like marriages, parties, pub, club, disc or place of worship, temples,
etc create nuisance in the residential area.

Increasing transportation in the cities (vehicles, aeroplanes, underground trains, etc)
produces heavy noise.

Regular construction activities (including mining, bridges, building, dams, stations, roads,
flyovers, etc) involve big equipments creating high level of noise.

Use of household appliances in our daily life is also the main reason noise pollution.

Effects of Noise Pollution

e Noise pollution causes various hearing problems (damage to ear drums and loss of
hearing) because of the unwanted sound.

e It reduces ear sensitivity to the sounds required to regulate body rhythm.

e It affects the psychological health and causes the occurrence of aggressive behavior,
sleep disturbance, stress, weakness, fatigue, hypertension, cardio-vascular diseases

including other severe and chronic health issues in later life.

The State Tretyakov Gallery is one of the best-known picture galleries in Russia. It takes its
name from its founder PavelTretyakov, a Moscow merchant and art connoisseur. In the mid-19th
century, Tretyakov began to collect Russian paintings.

He visited all the exhibitions and art studios and bought the best pictures of contemporary artists.
He was especially fond of the works of the Peredvizhniki (or Wanderers) — the artists who
belonged to the Society of Travelling Art Exhibitions. Little by little Tretyakov extended his
range of interest and began to collect earlier Russian paintings. More than once he had to add
wings to his house in LavrushinskyPereulok, because his collection grew larger and larger. In
1881 PavelTretyakov opened his collection to the public. 11 years later he donated it to the city
of Moscow. Since then the gallery has received hundreds of pictures from other museums and
private collections.

The Tretyakov Gallery reflects the whole history of Russian art, from the 11th century to the
present day.

It has a rich collection of old Russian icons. The world-famous icon is The Trinity, painted in the
early 15th century by Andrei Rublev.

The gallery contains halls devoted to the magnificent works of such 18th-century celebrities as
Rokotov, Levitsky, Borovikovsky, Shchedrin.

The first half of the 19th century is represented by brilliant paintings by Bryullov, Tropinin,
Ivanov, Venetsianov. The second half of the 19th century is especially well represented. The
gallery has the best collection of the Peredvizhniki, such as Kramskoy, Perov, Ghe, Yaroshenko,
Myasoyedov, and others. Linked with the Peredvizhniki are such great names in Russian art as
Surikov, Repin, Vereshchagin, Vasnetsov, Levitan. There you can see historical paintings,
portraits, still-lifes, landscapes, seascapes, etc.

Further on we find the cream of turn-of-the century Russian art: Serov, Vrubel, Kustodiev...
Canvases of modern painters are housed in the new building situated on
KrymskayaNaberezhnaya (Crimean Embankment).

The Tretyakov Gallery is not only Russia's biggest and most important museum of Russian Art.
It's also a research, cultural and educational centre.

BetNesmitGram. After secretarial school, Bette Nesmith Graham moved to Dallas, Texas, and
became executive secretary of the Bank of Texas. A single mother worked on an IBM electric
typewriter in the early 1950s. Unfortunately, the design of the device made it difficult to
accurately remove typos. Worried that she might lose her job every time she made a typing
mistake, Graham came up with a solution after she saw that the artists who decorated the bank's
windows for the holidays were simply painting over their mistakes.

Graham tried to apply white water-based paint to the paper to cover typos with it. Her idea
worked. Calling this correction fluid "Mistakes Away," Graham began selling her invention to
other secretaries, and in 1958 renamed it "Liquid Paper.” In 1979, she sold her small company to
Gillette Corporation for almost $50 million.

The first constitution of the modern model was the US Constitution of 1787 (except for the
constitution of individual states). James Madison is called the father of the American
Constitution, as the author of a significant part of the Constitution and amendments to it.
Meanwhile, the principles laid down in it were not a new word in legal science. The ideas of
building state power in its final form were formed by representatives of the French
Enlightenment and, in particular, S.L. Montesquieu. In his writings, the system of separation of
powers and the idea of federalism were substantiated. The form of the constitution in the form of
a single document containing the basic principles of state building turned out to be so convenient
that it began to be reproduced in other countries. To date, more than 180 states have acquired
their own constitutions, which indicates the extreme popularity of this tool of legal technology.

William Patterson, inspired by the Dutch banking system, Paterson wrote an essay "A brief
report on the need to create a Bank of England.” It is noteworthy that it was the merchant who
first issued a loan at 8% per annum to the English crown in the person of William I11. 1t was
thanks to these investments that England was able to win the war with France in 1697.

Paterson proposed a model for creating a central bank that would monitor and help manage the
country's finances. King William 11 liked the idea. He organized such a bank, and William
Paterson joined the board of directors.



But a year later, William Paterson was removed from this position. He frankly frightened his
colleagues with an endless stream of ideas and projects. The point was put by the "orphan” bank,
which was supposed to pay benefits to urban orphans. William's banking colleagues were afraid
that the "orphan” bank could become a dangerous competitor for the newly created Bank of
England. So they said goodbye to this idea, and at the same time its author.

There are two fundamentally different types of computers: analog and digital. The former
type solver problems by using continuously changing data such as voltage. In current usage, the



term "computer™ usually refers to high-speed digital computers. These computers are playing an
increasing role in all branches of the economy.

Digital computers based on manipulating discrete binary digits (1s and 0s). They are
generally more effective than analog computers for four principal reasons: they are faster; they
are not so susceptible to signal interference; they can transfer huge data bases more accurately;
and their coded binary data are easier to store and retrieve than the analog signals.

For all their apparent complexity, digital computers are considered to be simple machines.
Digital computers are able to recognize only two states in each of its millions of switches, "on"
or "off", or high voltage or low voltage. By assigning binary numbers to there states, 1 for "on"
and 0 for "off", and linking many switches together, a computer can represent any type of data
from numbers to letters and musical notes. It is this process of recognizing signals that is known
as digitization. The real power of a computer depends on the speed with which it checks switches
per second. The more switches a computer checks in each cycle, the more data it can recognize
at one time and the faster it can operate, each switch being called a binary digit or bit.

A digital computer is a complex system of four functionally different elements: 1) the
central processing unit (CPU), 2) input devices, 3) memory-storage devices called disk drives, 4)
output devices. These physical parts and all their physical components are called hardware.

Tekcr "Digital computers” (2)

The power of computers greatly on the characteristics of memory-storage devices. Most
digital computers store data both internally, in what is called main memory, and externally, on
auxiliary storage units. As a computer processes data and instructions, it temporarily stores
information internally on special memory microchips. Auxiliary storage units supplement the
main memory when programmes are too large and they also offer a more reliable method for
storing data. There exist different kinds of auxiliary storage devices, removable magnetic disks
being the most widely used. They can store up to 100 megabytes of data on one disk, a byte
being known as the basic unit of data storage.

Output devices let the user see the results of the computer's data processing. Being the
most commonly used output device, the monitor accepts video signals from a computer and
shows different kinds of information such as text, formulas and graphics on its screen. With the
help of various printers information stored in one of the computer's memory systems can be
easily printed on paper in a desired number of copies.

Programmes, also called software, are detailed sequences of instructions that direct the
computer hardware to perform useful operations. Due to a computer's operating system hardware
and software systems can work simultaneously. An operating system consists of a number of
programmes coordinating operations, translating the data from different input and output
devices, regulating data storage in memory, transferring tasks to different processors, and
providing functions that help programmers to write software. In large corporations software is
often written by groups of experienced programmers, each person focusing on a specific aspect
of the total project. For this reason, scientific and industrial software sometimes costs much more
than do the computers on which the programmes run.

Tekcr "COMPUTER CRIMES"

(1) More and more, the operations of our businesses, governments, and financial
institutions are controlled by information that exists only inside computer memories. Anyone
clever enough to modify this information for his own purposes can reap substantial re wards.
Even worse, a number of people who have done this and been caught at it have managed to get
away without punishment.

(2) These facts have not been lost on criminals or would-be criminals. A recent Stanford
Research Institute study of computer abuse was based on 160 case histories, which probably are
just the proverbial tip of the iceberg. After all, we only know about the unsuccessful crimes.
How many successful ones have gone undetected is anybody's guess.

(3) Here are a few areas in which computer criminals have found the pickings all too easy.

(4) Banking. All but the smallest banks now keep their accounts on computer files.
Someone who knows how to change the numbers in the files can transfer funds at will. For
instance, one programmer was caught having the computer transfer funds from other people's
accounts to his wife's checking account. Often, tradition ally trained auditors don't know enough
about the workings of computers to catch what is taking place right under their noses.

(5) Business. A company that uses computers extensively offers many opportunities to
both dishonest employees and clever outsiders. For instance, a thief can have the computer ship
the company's products to addresses of his own choosing. Or he can have it issue checks to him
or his confederates for imaginary supplies or ser vices. People have been caught doing both.

(6) Credit Cards. There is a trend toward using cards similar to credit cards to gain access
to funds through cash-dispensing terminals. Yet, in the past, organized crime has used stolen or
counterfeit credit cards to finance its operations. Banks that offer after-hours or remote banking
through cash-dispensing terminals may find themselves unwillingly subsidizing organized crime.

(7) Theft of Information. Much personal information about individuals is now stored in
computer files. An unauthorized person with access to this information could use it for
blackmail. Also, confidential information about a company's products or operations can be stolen
and sold to unscrupulous competitors. (One attempt at the latter came to light when the
competitor turned out to be scrupulous and turned in the people who were trying to sell him
stolen information.)

(8) Software Theft. The software for a computer system is often more expensive than the
hardware. Yet this expensive software is all too easy to copy. Crooked computer experts have
devised a variety of tricks for getting these expensive programs printed out, punched on cards,
recorded on tape, or otherwise delivered into their hands. This crime has even been perpetrated
from remote terminals that access the computer over the telephone.

(9) Theft of Time-Sharing Services. When the public is given access to a system, some
members of the public often discover how to use the system in unauthorized ways. For example,



there are the "phone freakers" who avoid long distance telephone charges by sending over their
phones control signals that are identical to those used by the telephone company.

(10) Since time-sharing systems often are accessible to anyone who dials the right
telephone number, they are subject to the same kinds of manipulation.

(11) Of course, most systems use account numbers and passwords to restrict access to
authorized users. But unauthorized persons have proved to be adept at obtaining this information
and using it for their own benefit. For instance, when a police computer system was
demonstrated to a school class, a precocious student noted the access codes being used; later, all
the student's teachers turned up on a list of wanted criminals.

(12) Perfect Crimes. It's easy for computer crimes to go undetected if no one checks up on
what the computer is doing. But even if the crime is detected, the criminal may walk away not
only unpunished but with a glowing recommendation from his former employers.

(13) Of course, we have no statistics on crimes that go undetected. But it's unsettling to
note how many of the crimes we do know about were detected by accident, not by systematic
audits or other security procedures. The computer criminals who have been caught may have
been the victims of uncommonly bad luck.

(14) For example, a certain keypunch operator complained of having to stay overtime to
punch extra cards. Investigation revealed that the extra cards she was being asked to punch were
for fraudulent transactions. In another case, disgruntled employees of the thief tipped off the
company that was being robbed. An undercover narcotics agent stumbled on still another case.
An employee was selling the company's merchandise on the side and using the computer to get it
shipped to the buyers. While negotiating for LSD, the narcotics agent was offered a good deal on
a stereo!

(15) Unlike other embezzlers, who must leave the country, commit suicide, or go to jail,
computer criminals sometimes brazen it out, demanding not only that they not be prosecuted but
also that they be given good recommendations and perhaps other benefits, such as severance pay.
All too often, their demands have been met.

(16) Why? Because company executives are afraid of the bad publicity that would result if
the public found out that their computer had been misused. They cringe at the thought of a
criminal boasting in open court of how he juggled the most confidential records right under the
noses of the company's executives, accountants, and security staff. And so another computer
criminal departs with just the recommendations he needs to continue his exploits elsewhere.

A manicure is a mostly cosmetic beauty treatment for the fingernails and hands performed
at home or in a nail salon. A manicure usually consists of filing and shaping the free edge of
nails, pushing and clipping (with a cuticle pusher and cuticle nippers) any nonliving tissue (but
limited to the cuticle and hangnails), treatments with various liquids, massage of the hand, and
the application of fingernail polish. When the same is applied to the toenails and feet, the
treatment is referred to as a pedicure. Together, the treatments may be known as a mani-pedi.
Most nail polish can stay on nails for 2—-3 days before another manicure is required for
maintenance, if there is no damage done to it.

Some manicures include painting pictures or designs on the nails, applying small decals, or
imitation jewels (from 2 dimension to 3 dimension). Other nail treatments may include the
application of artificial gel nails, tips, or acrylics, which may be referred to as French
manicures.[2]

Nail technicians, such as manicurists and pedicurists, must be licensed in certain states and
countries, and must follow government regulations.[3] Since skin is manipulated and often times
trimmed, there is a risk of spreading infection when tools are used across many people.
Therefore, having improper sanitation can pose serious iSsues.

A hairdresser is a person who cuts, styles, and colors hair.

Hairdressers may work in a variety of settings, including salons, spas, and barber shops.

To work as a hairdresser, you should know hair care techniques and be able to use a variety
of tools and products, including scissors, razors, and hair dyes.

You should also have excellent customer service skills and be able to consult clients to
determine their desired hairstyle and color.

You job might include cutting, styling, and coloring hair, as well as providing other hair
care services such as shampooing and deep conditioning.
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You may also be responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of the salon and keeping track
of inventory.
